Guidelines for Organisers

Take a day to change tomorrow

Introduction

Decision makers from industry, business and research have been central in ensuring that Europe is now a world leader in
sustainable energy projects and technologies. Qur task is now to ensure that European citizens grasp the opportunities
offered through these technologies and common sense practices in such 2 way that the potential for intelligent use of
energy is fully exploited.

The Sustainable Energy Europe 2005-2008 Campaign is committed to ensuring that we, as Europe’s citizens, make
more intelligent use of energy in all aspects of our daily lives —in our homes, schools, offices and modes of
transportation.

With this objective in mind the European Commission supports, within the framework of the Campaign, the organisation
of sustainable energy days across Europe.

The following guidelines are also intended for anyone wishing to set up an energy day initiative in their area, drawing
upon the experience of a range of successful events across Europe.

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1. What is an "energy day”?

Energy days mobilize consumers, businesses and decisions-makers to take a day to think about
the future of European energy production and use. They are public events, demonstrating to a
wide audience that sustainable energy technologies and patterns of behaviour are viable, cost
effective and better for the environment.

2. Who are energy days targeting?

Typically, energy days may engage a range of stakeholders, including private companies and
public authorities/organisations. However, the main objective of an energy day is to raise
awareness of the general public, both adults and children.

3. What types of activities constitutes an energy day?

Usually organised at the local, regional or national level for a specified period, the types of
activities you plan can vary, but normally would include one or more of the following:

+ Guided visits and tours for the general public to companies, public administrations,
private homes or other organizations that use renewable energy sources or implement
energy efficient technologies. (Note: The quality of guides is essential for the success of
an event and should suit the attending audience)

» Educational activities and programmes assisting children to discover and learn
about energy efficiency techniques and renewable energy

= Open door days, during which the general public visits organisations to learn more
about energy efficient and renewable energy measures on the premises

« Exhibitions and fairs, where public and private organisations demonstrate and explain
their energy technologies to the wider public

+ Opening ceremonies, Inaugurations, Exhibition shows aimed at the wider public
and showcasing innovative renewable energy technologies, energy efficiency or
alternative modes of transport

4. Can an energy day be linked to an existing event?

Yes, Energy days can be planned as new initiatives or as a part of an existing project or
programme.
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5. What are the key elements for successful planning of an energy day?

The organisation of an energy day is straightforward once a few significant factors have been
tackled.

Main success factors

Conception of the event

Internal organisation (support-team, partners)
Logistics (location, organisation, equipment)
Promotion of the event (contacts, press relations)
Evaluation of the event

Dissemination of the outcomes

Planning for future energy days

General recommendations

« Involve your local/regional authority as the leading support for the event; explain clearly
the political benefits of such an initiative

« Find companies and industry actors willing to open their doors to the general public and
present their concept of energy use and savings

« Find other public authorities and schools interested in supporting your initiative

« From the outset, make VIPs part of your project - justify their attendance as an
opportunity to take part in a crucial awareness-raising effort.

« Visit the Sustainable Energy Days online catalogue to get an overview of all existing
activities

« Contact, directly or via the Campaign team, other Energy Days organisers to get advice

Practical details

« Conceive an itinerary for your initiative with attractive sites for the general public

« Organise information display in different locations

« Your chosen venue should be flexible to fit your requirements; be accessible for disabled
people; and provide adequate technical support

Things to avoid

= Absence of a strategic plan

= Approximate scheduling

= Bad targeting

= Using an under-qualified team
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6. How should I choose the right event for my initiative?

Whilst there are a range of successful ‘models’ that have proven effective in mobilizing large
public audiences, it is important that the channel of communication is suitable for the message,
target audience and particular setting.

The following sample 'models’ describe a variety of energy day initiatives that have been
successfully managed in the past and have been credited with high replication potential.

FExhibitions

« Trade fair and congress for renewable energy

« Communication, networking and contact opportunities for manufacturers of
renewable energy technologies, services, government representatives, professionals
and end-consumers

« Workshops, seminars and forums relating to a wide variety of renewable energy and
energy efficiency themes

« Media contacts with press release, press conference and interviews

e Seminars on various energy topics with keynote speeches and discussions
« Specialised exhibition in which companies are given the opportunity to exhibit and
present innovative energy efficiency products and services
« Media contacts with press release, press conference and interviews

e  Exhibition with companies and organisations specialised in sustainable construction,
environmentally friendly building materials, renewable energy systems and other
highly efficient products for homes and buildings of all kinds

«  Public seminars covering subjects related to energy, demonstrations and special
attractions

« Guided tours for visitors, highlighting the many possibilities on display in the
exhibition

« Media contacts with press release, press conference and interviews

Model 4
« Climate exhibition open to the public and the schools highlighting in an interactive
way the earth’s fragile ecosystem
Workshops on climate change, renewable energy sources and energy saving issues
Media contacts with press release, press conference and interviews

Fducational events

Madel 5
« Fair with interactive stands in which exhibitors will engage the audience, providing a
breadth of products, from lightbulbs to solar energy systems
« Children's activities, such as storytelling, with the aim to promote ecological
awareness
Seminars with specialised speakers in the filed of energy/environement
Media contacts with press release, press conference and inteviews
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« Interactive visits to passive houses and low energy houses with participants learning
how these houses work and how they are built
« Media contacts with press release, press conference and interviews

Model 11
« Open door days and guided visits to private homes, public buildings and companies
making use of solar power, reuse of heat, biomass, wind energy, use of rainwater,
etc.
« Practical approach for visitors learning firsthand about the feasibility, applicability and
benefits of renewable energy and energy efficiency
« Media contacts with press release, press conference and interviews

7. How can the European Commission support my initiative?

Within the context of the Sustainable Energy Europe 2005-2008 Campaign, energy days are
given European-wide visibility and credibility.

All official energy day organisers are provided with:

exclusive rights to use the Campaign logo (usage is compulsory)

a CD-Rom of resources, including adjustable poster templates

a range of advertising material and leaflets

opportunities to promote their event on the Campaign website and calendar of EU events
increased Media coverage by the Campaign media desk

8. How can I ensure Media coverage of my initiative?

Ensuring the appropriate level of Media coverage for your initiative can seem a daunting task.
Below is a summary of key points to remember when planning this aspect of your project.

Keys to success

« Identify local, regional or national journalists interested in the fields of environment or
energy

« Use an updated database with local, regional or national journalists from the printed and
audiovisual press

« Emphasise personalised contacts with the press

« Contact journalists with a concise press file, highlighting the essential elements of your
event

« Follow up via telephone and email two weeks before, until one day before the event

« Propose a first-rate story

« Provide attention-grabbing photogenic displays of windmills, solar test installations or
innovative low energy buildings

« Ensure the attendance of VIPs, including representatives from politics, business, and
education

* Set up opportunities for ‘grassroots’ interviews and/or the possibility to interview VIPs

+ Provide clear information about the impact of your initiative on the wider debate
concerning sustainable energy, climate change and the earth’s natural resources
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Things to avoid

Proposing financial reward to journalists as a primary motivation for covering the event
Having insufficient prior contact with a journalist

Targeting journalists unfamiliar with the field of environment or energy

Bad timing of the energy day and its activities — i.e., because of conflicts with other
events, breaking news, etc.

« Using an outdated contact database of journalists and media representatives

9. Do I need to hold a Press conference?

Energy days are usually launched by a Press conference and frequently include the participation
of local, regional and national journalists. Good media coverage is central to the promotional
nature of these activities, which are proving highly popular with the general public and attract an
increasing number of committed energy actors every year.

In partnership with the Sustainable Energy Europe Campaign 2005-2008, the Campaign media
desk aims to augment the impact of Energy Days activities action through adequate media
coverage and press releases in other countries.

Municipal Intelligent Energy Days

What is Municipal Intelligent Energy Days (MIED)?

MIED is a great tool on how to create links between MODEL pilot cities, citizens and
local stakeholders and to communicate with them on issues such as energy
efficiency, use of renewable energy sources and the links between use of energy and
climate change. MODEL pilot cities in partnership with local stakeholders and citizens
(in strong relation with the Action Plans) prepare various activities such as site visits,
local competitions; forums, exhibitions, etc. Local autharities will have an
outstanding opportunity to show their commitment to contribute to
achievement of the EU energy and climate goals at the local level and show
their citizens that they take a lead. Thousands of citizens will be addressed.

Local sponsorship will be welcomed and looked for.

Activities implemented and dates

Partners agreed to keep the activities very open and not to set any precise date for
organising MIED in MODEL pilot cities. The only condition is that MIED will take
place twice - by the end of the year 2008 and 2009.

Role of MODEL national coordinators/European coordinator

MODEL should serve only as an umbrella for all pilot cities and provide information
and advice on organization of MIED (links to EU events, local events, good practice
examples and campaigns...)

Examples of MODEL partnerships

MODEL national coordinator from Latvia has arranged a parinership with
Latvenergo Energy Efficiency Centre. This centre is established with the aim to
consult Latvian citizens on possibilities to use electricity in a safe and effective way.

The Centre will participate in the MIED organised in all Latvian MODEL pilot cities
and promote the benefits of modern and efficient electric appliances. People will
have a possibility to ask questions and discuss with consultants and experts.

MODEL coordinators’ experiences and other interesting actions

MODEL national coordinator from Romania has already experiences with the
organisation of Energy Efficiency Week in the City of Brasov. See the case study.
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WHAT IS A MIED

In order to show the citizens how they can save energy by a practical everyday action
the MODEL pilot cities organise once a year a Municipal Inielligent Energy Day
(MIED). MIED is a great tool on how to create links between MODEL pilot cities, citizens
and local stakeholders and to communicate with them on issues such as energy
efficiency, use of renewable energy sources and climate change.

MODEL pilot cities in partnership with local stakeholders and citizens prepare various
activities such as site visits, local competitions; forums, exhibitions, etc. Local
authorities will have an outstanding opportunity to show their commitment fo
contribute to the achievement of the EU energy and climate goals at the local
level and show their citizens that they take a lead.

HOW TO EVALUTATE A MIED

To evaluate a MIED several factors have to be taken into consideration: internal
communication (involvement of different municipal departments), involvement of local
actors (schools, companies, citizens), number/ quality/ originality/ diversity of the
actions, number of visitors, extermal communication (promotion in the media),
sustainable partnerships between municipality and citizens/local stakeholders...

MIEDs took place for the first time in 2008. Therefore the organisation of 31 MIEDs in
eight member states in which over 55.000 people participated in total was a big
success. This evaluation report is a summary of experiences made in different new
member states. It aims to present the successful events and make recommendations
for future MIEDs. There is indeed no limit to the variety of actions to make a MIED more
attractive to the public and to involve a broad spectrum of pariners.

Youth participation:  About 60% of the member states emphasized the youth
» participation. Especially in Slovenia the work with
primary schools and a kindergarten was very
successful. Slovenian children leared ecological
gestures like energy saving, renewable energies
and waste separation in kindergarten and at
school and in this way implemented them at home
as well. This is also good way to reach the
parents. The children of Moravske Toplice’s kindergarten painted pictures on RES
issues that were exhibited in the form of a poster. In Valka (Latvia) the Youth council

was even the main organizer of MIED.

* Coniribution of many local pariners: Local energy agencies, local authorities,
local stakeholders, mayors/deputy mayors, schools, kindergartens, universities,
local companies, etc. 6 Schools, Presidents of 7 housing co-operatives and 6 local
companies contributed to the communication campaign in Bielawa (Poland).

* Demonstration of modern technologies: The two day event “Intelligent
Solutions on How to Save Energy at Home” informed the citizens of Romania
about equipment, devices and technical solutions on how to save energy at home.
In the two days of exhibition citizens could also participate in "Intelligent
Consumers' House" raffle in which the first prize consisted in a class A
refrigerator.

* Joining the MIED with other evenis: Vilani's (Latvia) MIED set a good example. It
was organized within the annual "Craftsmen's and Innovation Fair' to address a
wider public. In the Czech Republic MIED was joined with annual actions of the
Healthy Cities.

* Promotion in the media BEFORE the event: by local press, posters and leaflets
as in the case of the Czech Republic. Inhabitants of Valka (Latvia) even received
information leaflets by mail.

* Seminars and workshops: In Tukums and Jékabpils (Latvia) MIED was organized
as an informative seminars with participation of experts. In Kaunas (Lithuania)
professors of Kaunas University of Technology and representatives of companies
organized a public seminar related to issues of buildings renovation, use of RES
and energy efficiency.

* Activities/ participation of the public: as for example a cycling competition and
a survey on a car use in Kaunas (Lithunania). In Baia-Mare (Romania) diverse
activities involving the public were organised, such as free bus rides to promote
public transport and a “lighis out” event to promote energy efficiency.

* Open air evenis attracted inhabitants in Dzierzoniow (Poland) as well as in Valka
(Latvia), where most of the MIED activities were organized in the main city square.
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* MIED joined with IMAGINE exhibition: In the Czech Republic and Bulgaria the
MIED joined with the IMAGINE exhibifion was very successful.

* Beller communication before MIED: Ensuring a partnership with the press and
media is vital for the success of MIEDs and has been successfully realized in most
of the cities, especially during and after the MIED. Indeed all national partners
suggest better information before the planned MIEDs by different communication
tools: TV, local press, radio, posters and leaflets disseminated by post and
websites.

* Involvement of sponsors: As municipalities usually don't have big budgets, they
should try to get more support from local energy agencies, local stakeholders,
equipment manufacturers etc.

* More fools for public promotion: Giveaways would ensure better and long-lasting
promaotion in the form of distribution of CD-s, T-Shirts, pencils, sport caps, bags, key
rings, balloons, etc. to the participants.

* Involvement of famous people: Popular personalities such as sportsmen, actors,
musicians or political representatives of local authorities should be invited to MIED
in order to aftract more attention of citizens to this event.

* Joining the MIED with other evenis: Annual fraditional event (“City day”),
municipal holidays, cultural events, regional, municipal fairs and exhibitions, film
festivals, theatre plays, and exhibitions.
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* Better choice of the timing: Ideally MIEDs should be organised over several days,
preferably a weekend day and a working day — during weekend mainly families are
addressed whereas students and classes visit rather on working days. The season
and weather conditions also have to be taken in consideration especially for outdoor
events.

* More festive attractions: A good possibility to attract more citizens are food stands
with regional food, concerts of popular singers, short plays on RES issues
performed by children and students, etc.

* Beilier choice of the location: In some cities the locations have been badly chosen
so that there was not enough room for discussions and informative seminars.

* Open-door days in local companies: As for example district heating companies,
public transport, biogas plants or other RES producers as a part of the MIED
campaign.

* More information materials: More variety and quantity of information material to
better demonstrate activities and technologies.

CITIES AWARDED FOR THE BEST MIED

In the framework of the MODEL Awards compeiition 2008 four cities were awarded
for their MIEDs, three of them in the category “The Best Municipal Intelligent Energy
Days”. As a whole, 21 applications were submitted:

* 1st prize for the city of Lom (BG)

for the exhaustive municipal Communication Strategy,
diversified target group, numerous parinerships with
different local actors, originality of actions (e.g. business
energy breakfast with the private pariners) and
excellent cooperation with media and media coverage of
the local events.

* 2nd prize for the city of Brasov (RO)

for the direct involvement of elected municipal
representatives (mayor) to the events, large partnership
with private partners, high participation of the citizens on
local events, thoroughful monitoring and evaluation of
the activities.

* 3rd prize for the city Baia Mare (RO)

for the vast number and variety of the activities and
partners, high diversity of the educational actions
involving local schools and kindergartens, actions
promoting local public transport and involvement of
municipal council.
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* 4th prize for the city of Valka (LV)
for the number of permanent partnerships established

Sustainable Energy Days Mobilising You and Me

The Sustainable Energy Europe Campaign is dedicated to the
close collaboration of decision-makers in the fields of policy,
industry, research and business in order to ensure that Europe
remains a world leader in sustainable energy projects and
technologies. Campaign elements, such as the Campaign
website, the Award Competition and the European Sustainable
Energy Week, support this mission of strong collaboration and
networking at the European level.

This does not imply that the SEE Campaign is inactive at the
grassroots level —on the contrary. The Partners and Associates
of the Campaign organise Energy Days to ensure that we, as
European citizens, make more intelligent use of energy in all
aspects of our daily lives — at home, at work, at school and while
travelling.

In 2007, the Partners and Associates have so far organised

25 Energy Days, some comprising up to 60 supporting events
right across Europe. Numbers participating in any of these
Energy Day events range from 100 and to as many as

40,000 people. Overall, it is estimated that the SEE Energy Days
will have reached some 200,000 European citizens in 2007
— a record — and more Energy Days are planned in the coming
months.

Organised at the local, regional or national level, SEE Energy
Days are designed to mobilise European citizens — in their roles
as consumers, business people or decision-makers — to take

a day to think about the future of Furopean energy production
and its use. These Energy Days are public events that
demonstrate, to as wide as possible an audience, why Europe
is increasingly active in the field of sustainable energy and why
this is necessary.

The types of activities that constitute Energy Days are as diverse
as the energy technologies they focus on or the places where
they are held. They may not only be a single activity on a single
day, but a series of activities stretching from a couple of days to
a week. From the experience of the Partners and Associates,

the types of Energy Days can be grouped as follows:

B on-site activities such as open doors, guided tours and
excursions for various target groups, designed to offer
real-life experience of renewable energy technologies and
energy efficiency in buildings or transport;

m educational activities assisting the next generation, young
professionals and senior learners in discovering and learning
about sustainability;

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First European Wind Day signals wide support for Wind Energy

European Wind Energy Association (EWEA) and its partners initiated the first ever European Wind Day on
15th of June 2007 to promote wind power across Europe. This pan-European awareness campaign was
launched in the heart of Brussels. With 62 separate events in 22 different countries across the continent,
the European Wind Day represented a major Energy Days initiative in effectively curbing climate change and
promoting energy awareness.

The official launch of the first European Wind Day signalled unprecedented mainstream support for wind
energy. Speakers at the kick-off event included EU Commissioner for Energy Andris Piebalgs; Energy and
Environment Minister of the Brussels Region, Evelyne Huytebroeck; Energy and Environment Minister

of the Flemish Region, Kris Peeters; General Manager of Generation, Electrabel, Philippe Van Troeye;
President of the EWEA Arthouros Zervos and CEO Christian Kjaer.

Commissioner Piebalgs officially opened the event series by smashing a bottle of champagne against

the European Wind Day centrepiece, a 25-metre high wind turbine erected in the centre of the Schuman
roundabout at the heart of the European Quarter. “We need to make big changes,” EU Energy Commissioner
Andris Piebalgs stated. “Today we see that the technology is there and we can master whatever is necessary
to achieve climate change and security of supply goals. We should be ambitious, and wind is one of the best
ways. It is important that each citizen understands why we are doing this and why it is necessary.”

Making this knowledge accessible was one of the key objectives of European Wind Day activities.

All over Europe, citizens were invited to “open doors” at wind farms, serious debates and educational
activities. The organisers were unsparing in their imagination, creativity and energy in setting up
attention-getting events to promote the popularity of wind and encourage people to sign up for green
electricity. The highlights of the European Wind Day included:

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Energy Day in Genappe

An Energy Day with the focus on sustainable transport was organised with
support of the Walloon Region in the Belgian town of Genappe. The target
groups comprised the general public, both adults and children, in the
whole Walloon Brabant region, as well as authorities, private companies and
salespeople.

The Energy Day in Genappe included a general exhibition with stands
displaying products for energy saving in the fields of heating, domestic hot
water and insulation, as well as special offers for children and schools.

The highlight of the Energy Day was an “Energy Rally” in the region with
cars using biofuel, and a quiz on renewable energies and energy efficiency
at every stop: a public service bus also took part in the race, with the same
number of passengers as the car drivers: this helped to demonstrate the
importance of public transport in efforts to save energy.

"Education for Energy - A Challenge
for Schools’, Energy Day Conference
in Ljubljana

Finding an easy and appealing way to get children talking about energy is difficult,

but even more so if you lack inspiration, collaboration and exchange. In April 2007,
150 teachers and delegates from Energy Agencies and authorities met in the Slovenian
capital of Ljubljana to discuss educational tools and training methods to help primary
school teachers integrate the topic of sustainable energy into their teaching practices.

The event was a registered Energy Day sponsored by the FEEDU project under the
slogan “Education for Energy — A Challenge for Schools”. FEEDU is an EU project
involving 13 energy agencies from Belgium, France, Germany, Greece, Italy, Portugal,
Sweden, Slovenia and the United Kingdom, addressing children 10-12 years old (the
last two years of primary school) in 137 participating schools, and representing about
600 teachers and more than 6,000 pupils.

The Ljubljana conference was designed to promote the benefits of energy education
and energy efficiency in primary schools, drawing on the experience of FEEDU
partners at the school, local authority and technical levels. Sessions provided practical
ideas, methods, tools and best practice to facilitate a debate on the future implications
for education legislation and practice.

European Lamp Companies
Federation: phasing out inefficient
lighting

In June 2007 Energy Commissioner
Andris Piebalgs welcomed the initiative
of the European Lamp Companies
Federation (ELCF), a Campaign Associate
since 2006, in proposing the phasing-out
of its members’ least efficient products
from European markets by 2015
According to industry calculations, this
initiative could lead to a 60% reduction

of COz emissions from domestic lighting
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(23 megatons annually), and savings of

€ 7 billion or 63,000 GWh of electricity
per year. Street, office and household
lighting are among the products targeted.

Under this proposal, within eight years
from now, 85% of the total EU traditional
incandescent lamp market of 2.1 billion
lamps would need to meet new efficiency
requirements. Starting with the highest
warttage lamps (over 100W) and gradually
extending to lower wattages (down to
25W) by 2015, the least efficient domestic
lamps (energy efficiency classes E, F and G)
would no longer be available.
