DEVELOP SECAP MONITOR AND REPORT

every 2 years

MONITOR AND REPORT

Develop a Sustainable Energy 

and Climate Action Plan (SECAP) 

including mitigation, adaptation 

and energy poverty

Report to the Covenant 

Secretariat.

Monitor SECAP implementation and report 

progress every 2 years, fulfilling the minimum 

requirements as specified in the reporting 

guidelines.

Include updates of monitoring emission inventories 

at least every 4 years and include updates of 

climate risk and vulnerability assessments as 

information becomes available.
